Dear Board Members:

The Annual Report of the Lone Star Symphonic Band (The Band) for the fiscal year
ending December 31%, 2008 is presented herein. This report has been prepared by
Stephen B. Johnson, our Board Treasurer. The financial data appearing in this report has
been prepared in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United
States of America.

This Annual Report consists of three sections. The Introductory Section includes this
transmittal letter which highlights significant aspects of the Band during the year, the
members serving on the Board of Directors, and a brief history of the Band. The
Financial Section contains the Band’s financial statements and related notes. The
Supplementary Section includes miscellaneous operational data concerning the Band in
order to give the reader a better understanding of the Band’s programs and operations.
This Annual Report has not been audited by an independent auditing firm because at the
current time, the Band’s revenues and related expenditures are not significant enough to
require an independent audit.

The fiscal year ending December 31, 2008 saw an increase in both revenues and
expenditures over 2007. Several factors led to the revenue increases, including growth in
band membership and obtaining a broader base of corporate donors. The most significant
factors were obtaining a grant from the City of Houston through the Houston Arts
Alliance for the Band’s 15th Anniversary Concert, and raising funds for the Association
of Concert Bands Convention (ACB) that the Band will be co-hosting in April 2009.

Increases in expenditures were due to the Band’s 15™ anniversary concert held in May
2008. This performance, partially funded from the Houston Arts Alliance grant,
necessitated reaching a broader audience base requiring additional expenditures in
printing, postage, and advertising.

Operationally, Mr. Bryant completed his first full year as Music Director. The Band has
also completed its seventh semester as a for-credit and continuing education class at
Houston Community College. The Band continues to grow its musician and audience
base with recent performances at Houston Community College and at various high
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schools in the Katy Independent School District. The organization continues to see
students from HCC enroll in the class and remain in the Band after their courses have
been completed.

The Lone Star Symphonic Band continued to utilize the relationships it built with radio
and television stations, newspapers, and other print media in 2008 to advertise our
events. Several radio stations posted the Band’s concerts on their websites, and notices
of concerts have been published in neighborhood newspapers, most notably, the Houston
Chronicle and the Katy Times. Several magazines listed the Band’s concerts as well in
2008, such as The Southwestern Musician and Absolutely! Katy. The Band’s concert
email notification list grew to 382 members in 2008 keeping its patrons informed of
upcoming performances and events. The postcard mailing list grew to 250 the 2008 as
well, for those who do not have access to the internet.

As far as financial operations are concerned, the end of the year saw a $1,278 increase to
net assets. This was a result of an increase in temporarily restricted support for the ACB
convention and 15" anniversary concert, as well as increases in unrestricted support by
way of ticket sales and donations. The Band ended the year with a cash balance of
$14,301, of which a total of $3,468 is restricted by donors for various items. The Band
also continues to invest in short term CD’s to earn interest and to serve as a contingency,
or “rainy day” fund. The Band is committed to establishing and maintaining a stable
foundation to ensure long term success of the organization.

The Band has many great events coming up in the next few months and over the next
several years. In April of 2009, the Band will be co-hosting the Association of Concert
Bands Annual Convention along with the Houston Concert Band and the Woodlands
Concert Band. The Band will also be performing its Holiday Concerts (Patriotic and
Christmas) in the larger Performing Arts Centers in Katy ISD, allowing for increases in
ticket sales. Within the next year, the Band is planning to record its first CD to be made
available to the public. Within the next two to five years, the Band plans to travel to
perform at conventions such as the Texas Bandmasters Association and Texas Music
Educators Association. With the support the Band currently has, and with the support we
hope to receive from the community, the Lone Star Symphonic Band looks to have a
bright future!

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BAND HISTORY

The Lone Star Symphonic Band (The Band) is an adult community organization comprised
of volunteers from the greater Houston Metropolitan area. The Band membership is
composed of individuals from various walks of life (accountants, computer specialists,
administrative assistants, students, police officers, housewives, etc.) and range in age from
teenagers to well in the eighties. The Band is a diversified group of people who have a
common tie that brings everyone together: a desire to play music and perform music in the
community.

The Band was originally formed in 1993 as the West Houston Concert Band under the
direction of Tom Stuchbery. Over the course of its existence the Band has rehearsed at
various locations throughout the Houston area such as Mayde Creek High School, Alief
Hastings High School, Alief Middle School, Fair Haven Methodist Church, Terrace
Methodist Church, Scarborough High School, and Paul Revere Middle School. The Band
currently rehearses at Houston Community College in West Houston and is under the
direction of Mr. Robert Bryant. Previous conductors include Joe Williams, Terry Crummel,
Dale Koran, Phillip Hatton, Ken Henderson, Robert McElroy, Jon Fisher, and Dr. Clancy
Weeks. In late November 2002 the West Houston Concert Band reorganized as the Lone
Star Symphonic Band in an effort to reach out to a broader geographical range of listeners
and patrons in the Houston Metropolitan area.

The Band has performed numerous concerts throughout the Houston Metropolitan area.
Some of the notable performances by the Band include concerts at the Houston
International Festival, Katy VFW 4" of July Celebration, Ronald McDonald House, Tracy
Gee Community Center, Houston Police Department DARE Banquet, Katy Rice Harvest
Festival, Sienna Plantation Amphitheater, the Hamptons Assisted Living Facility, the Festival
of Lights at Moody Gardens (Galveston, Texas), The Stafford Centre (Stafford, Texas),
Harvest Home Assisted Living Facility (Tomball, Texas), Houston Community College, and
the Kemah Boardwalk. The Band is dedicated to providing quality performances for
audiences located throughout the Greater Houston area.

The Band’s mission statement is as follows:

The Lone Star Symphonic Band strives to offer to the community performances of differing
musical styles, balancing andience appeal with challenging literature for the musician. We
seek to inspire individuals to continue their musical endeavors through the enconraging
atmosphere of the community band. We believe our organization completes a life-long
musical journey progressing beyond the typical education cycle of elementary through the
collegiate levels.



In order to further this mission, the Band has partnered with Houston Community College —
Town & Country to offer the Band as a college-credit course. Students may enroll in the
band for college credit and graduates can enroll for continuing education credits. This
endeavor has allowed the band to grow at a rapid pace and attract many talented musicians.

The current Music Director of the Band is Mr. Robert Bryant. Mr. Bryant received his
Bachelor of Music Education Degree from Texas Tech University, Lubbock, Texas, where
he studied with Mr. Dean Killion. He also received the Master of Music Education Degree
from Texas Tech University under the tutelage of Mr. James Sudduth. Mr. Bryant has served
as a member of the State Board for the Texas Music Educators Association, continues to
serve as a member of state committees for TMEA and the Texas Music Administrators
Conference. He is an active member of the Texas Music Educators Association, Texas
Bandmasters Association, National Band Association, Texas Music Adjudicators
Association, Texas Music Administrators Conference, and the Phi Beta Mu — Alpha Chapter
professional band fraternity. Mr. Bryant is currently in his 8th year as the Executive Director
of Fine Arts for Katy 1.S.D. Prior to this position, Mr. Bryant served as Director of Bands
and Fine Arts Department Chairman at Katy High School for 17 years. Before coming to
Katy, he served as Director of Bands in Lamesa, Texas (6 years) and Sudan, Texas (3 years).
Throughout his 26 year teaching tenure, bands under the direction of Mr. Bryant earned
numerous Texas UIL Sweepstakes Awards, by earning Division I (Superior) ratings in
marching, concert, and sight reading competitions. He also fulfills a busy schedule as a
clinician and adjudicator throughout Texas and Louisiana.

NOTE A - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Nature of Operations

The Lone Star Symphonic Band (the Band) is a Texas not-for-profit corporation that was formed to provide
opportunities for amateur musicians of all ages to perform concerts in the Houston area and in surrounding
communities. The Band is primarily supported through donor contributions, ticket sales to performances, and
annual dues paid by band members.

Cash and Cash Equivalents

For purposes of the Statements of Cash Flows, the Band considers all highly liquid investments with an initial
maturity of three months or less to be cash equivalents.

Uninsured Cash Balances

The Band maintains a cash balance at a single financial institution located in Houston, Texas. The accounts
consist of a checking and interest-bearing savings account as well as several short term Certificates of
Deposit. These balances were secured by the Federal Deposit Insurance Corporation up to $100,000 through
October 3, 2008, when the amount was temporarily increased to $250,000 through December 31, 2009. The
Band does not currently maintain a balance which exceeds this limit, and believes it is not exposed to any
significant credit risk on cash and cash equivalents.

Contributions

All contributions are considered to be available for unrestricted use unless specifically restricted by the donor.
Amounts received that are designated for future periods or restricted by the donor for specific purposes are
reported as temporarily restricted or permanently restricted support that increases those net asset classes.
When a donor restriction expires, that is, when a stipulated time restriction ends or purpose restriction is
accomplished, temporarily restricted net assets are reclassified to unrestricted net assets and reported in the
statement of activities as net assets released from restrictions. However, restrictions fulfilled in the same time
period in which the contribution is received are recorded as unrestricted contributions.

Unconditional promises to give that are expected to be collected within one year are recorded at their
realizable value. Unconditional promises to give that are expected to be collected in future years are recorded
at the present value of estimated future cash flows. The discounts on those amounts are computed using a
risk-free interest rate applicable to the year in which the promise is received. Amortization of the discount is
included in contribution revenue. Conditional promises to give are not included as support until such time as
the conditions are substantially met.

Contributed property and equipment is recorded at fair value at the date of donation. The Band reports gifts
of property and equipment as unrestricted support unless explicit donor stipulations specify how the donated
assets must be used. Gifts of long-lived assets with explicit restrictions that specify how the assets are to be
used and gifts of cash or other assets that must be used to acquire long-lived assets are reported as restricted
support. Absent explicit donor stipulations about how long those long-lived assets must be maintained, the
Band reports expirations of donor restrictions when the donated or acquired long-lived assets are placed in
service.

5. Accounts and Contributions Receivable

The Band considers accounts and contributions receivable to be fully collectible; accordingly, no allowance
for doubtful accounts is required. If amounts become uncollectible, they will be charged to operations when
that determination is made.

6. Property and Equipment

Property and equipment is recorded at cost if purchased or, if donated, at fair market value at the date of the
gift. Depreciation is computed using the straight-line method over estimated useful lives of the asset.
Estimated useful lives are as follows:

Buildings and improvements 20-40 Years
Musical Instruments 10 Years
Other Equipment 10 Years

Individual items of property and equipment valued at less than $200 are charged to expense.
7. Donated Materials and Services

Donated materials are included in the accompanying financial statements at their estimated fair value at the
time of the donation and recorded as a contribution and expense.

Contribution of services are recognized when the services create or enhance nonfinancial assets or require a
specialized skill which the Band would otherwise need to purchase if not provided by donation.

A number of volunteers, including the Board of Directors, have made significant contributions of time to the

Band in the form of policy making, program, and support functions. The value of this contributed time is
not reflected in these statements because it does not require a specialized skill or enhance a nonfinancial asset.

8. Federal Income Taxes

The Band is a not-for-profit corporation that is exempt from federal income taxes under Section 501(c)(3) of
the Internal Revenue Code.

9. Use of Estimates
The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles requires
management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and
disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts

of revenues and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from these estimates.

10. Reclassifications

Certain reclassifications have been made to the 2007 financial statements to conform to the 2008
presentation.

NOTE E - HOUSTON ARTS ALLIANCE RESTRICTED GRANT

During 2007, the Houston Arts Alliance (formetly the Cultural Arts Council of Houston/Harris County)
awarded a $1,000 grant to the Band for the partial funding of the Band’s 15 anniversary concert to be held in
May of 2008. The grant required a dollar for dollar match from outside sources in order to fully utilize all
available funding. As of December 31, 2008, all funding had been received thereby resulting in full receipt of
awarded grant funds.

NOTE F - ASSOCIATION OF CONCERT BANDS NATIONAL CONVENTION

In 20006, the Band, in conjunction with the Woodlands Concert Band and the Houston Concert Band was
awarded a bid to co-host the Association of Concert Band’s annual national convention to be held in April of
2009. The Band was chosen to act as the fiscal agent of those funds, handling all collections and
disbursements. During 2008, $4,173 was collected on behalf of the convention and is reported as a liability in
the Statement of Financial Position.
